too, and therefore, persecuted. John 15:20 
 
B. The persecuted will be blessed. How? Mt. 5:43-44 

1. Praying & receiving the supernatural love of God. 
2. Rejoicing in JESUS our reward! Now & eternally! 
 

C. The persecuted will shine. Mt. 5:14-16 
      Is there enough of Jesus’ righteousness in me to be  

considered a threat to evil?
