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Vision Statement: 
“Restoring people to the Father’s heart,  

Growing disciples and leaders in Christ’s likeness, and 
Reaching nations in the Spirit’s power.” 

 
FOCUS: “Restore” – bring back to the original state, return 
to former condition or position; repair or renovate. Entering 
into a restoration process implies value and worth in the 
piece itself. Also implies Original Design; a plan…God’s 
blueprints. 
 
God is the “Master Craftsman” taking the ugly and broken 
and making it beautiful, valuable & useful. The Carpenter 
from Nazareth restores damaged, and worn from years of 
use. Jesus promises to restore us: 
 

1. Individual Restoration: Salvation (spiritually, 
emotionally, physically) 
Job 33:26 He prays to God and finds favor with him, 
he sees God's face and shouts for joy; he is 
restored by God to his righteous state. 
 
2. Relational Restoration: Reconciliation  
Ephes. 2:19 And in him you too are being built 
together to become a dwelling in which God lives by 
his Spirit. 
 
3. Eternal Restoration: The second coming of
